IMPORTANT!

1. Please arrive through the WEST ENTRANCE of the building. Please have your child arrive by
the Call Time noted above with full hair and makeup done prior to arrival. Hair must be gelled
and sprayed securely in place, and a hair net must be used to secure the bun. Hair kits are
available for purchase at the studio for $25. Please use bun pins (not bobby pins), as bobby
pins do not hold as well. Bun pins can be found at Mirena's Fashions or on Amazon. No
extremely long nails or nail polish. No jewelry unless jewelry was provided with the costume.

2. If your child has a quick costume change, please hang their clear garment bag, labelled with
your child’s name and title of dance, on the garment rack in the hall outside the changeroom
area. After the show the garment rack will be returned to the hall for you to pick up your child’s
costume. Every student has received their costume and accessories in a clear garment bag; no
costume should arrive in a tote or plastic bag! Label shoes, tights, accessories, and costume
with the name of your child! Please double check you have everything before leaving home.

3. On arrival please see Miss Amanda at the check in desk by the changerooms. She will
provide you with your child’s changeroom assignment. No males (including brothers and Dads)
are allowed in the changeroom. Your child is in good hands with many of our senior students
and alumni assigned to each changeroom.

4. Please be reminded that there is absolutely NO FOOD OR DRINK (except water) allowed in
the changerooms. This is a rule of the building and we must be respectful. Please ensure your
child has had a good breakfast and/or lunch prior to arriving. If you have a dietary concern
please speak to Miss Liz, prior to show day. For students dancing in both shows, a lunch will be
provided by our parent committee.

5. Please note that NO CAMERAS or PHONE CAMERAS are to be used during the show. The
show is being professionally recorded and a link to both recitals will be provided to you in the
weeks following the show. No one appreciates a hand or arm in front of their face as they try to
watch the performance. Please sit back, relax, and enjoy the show!!
